Exchange students must register and attend more than 10 hours of classes per week.
To fulfill this requirement, registering and attending at least 7 periods every week is necessary.

Exchange students cannot register for more than 24 KGU credits per semester.

Acting as partners the exchange student’s first semester, KGU local student volunteers assist the exchange
students in their life on and off campus.

The GS Network is the official student group endorsed by CIEC and provides various supports to exchange
students during orientation. They also plan and hold cultural exchange activities for both exchange students and
KGU students over the course of the year.

Two grade transcripts will be sent to the home institution after the last semester of the student's exchange ends.
The home institution will give one copy to the student and keep one for their records.

The transcripts will be sent out in the following periods:
Spring Semester (WIP) Early September

Fall Semester Early March

There is a form called a "Yakkan Shomeisho" that you need to submit and send to Japan in order to bring
prescription drugs and other medical equipment such as prescription contact lenses into Japan. It will then be
sent back to you, but can take some time, so please make sure that you look into this several months before you
leave for Japan.
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
